3 CHANGES FOR THE 2025 SEASON

PACE OF PLAY (PoP)

PoP violations from the 2024 season will be carried over to start the 2025 season. You
will see your pace of play count in the Welcome email that you will receive when you
register for membership for the 2025 season.

NIMAGA CUP POINTS

Starting with the 2025 season, NIMAGA Cup Points will be displayed in Golf Genius
under one heading (NIMAGA Player of the Year points). Points totals will no longer be
displayed under playing divisions as in prior years.

The NIMAGA Board will be adjusting the method of choosing the NIMAGA Cup teams for
the 2026 season. The rules for the 2026 NIMAGA Cup tournament will be
communicated prior to the 2026 NIMAGA Cup tournament.

The NIMAGA Cup teams for the 2025 tournament are already determined based on last
year’s NIMAGA Cup points finishing totals. You will receive an invitation for that

tournament if you finished in the top 12 of your playing division.

GOLF GENIUS — CREDIT BOOK

Probably the most significant change for 2025 will be the use of a new feature in Golf
Genius called Credit Book. Credit Book allows players to keep a virtual balance within
Golf Genius for their use. However, we are waiting on Golf Genius to issue the software
needed to implement this feature. So, hold tight. More to come on this topic, real
soon.
