There are no rakes. Play bunkers as lift, smooth & place. 

There are no OB / Penalty Area stakes or lines. Roads and fences are OB. You may play all 

high grass and woods as a penalty area. If you find your ball, you can play it as it lies or take 

a penalty and play as a penalty area.
