Low Division Blue Tees - 71.8 / 137 & Gold Tees —70.1 / 133
High Division Gold Tees — 70.1 / 133 & Gray Tees — 66.7 / 125

Closest to the pin:
Low Division —Holes 3 & 11
High Division — Holes 3 & 11

Bunkers are essentially unplayable. All will be played as Ground Under Repair. You may lift, rake, &
place in the bunker if you choose. Or take a free drop behind the bunker, no closer to the hole.

Out of Bounds designated by white stakes throughout the course.
Road adjacent to Holes 10 & 11 is Out of Bounds as are all backyards.
Use drop areas on holes 3, 11, & 16. Drop areas will be specifically marked for NIMAGA.

Hole 11 has holes around the edge of the island green that go back into the water. If your ball goes
into one of these, you may take a penalty drop no closer to the hole, near where it entered. If it is not
possible to be no closer to the hole, then drop near as possible, allowing for a stance, to where it
entered but not on the green.

On hole 14, if you hit a drive that goes left of the fairway and you can not see it, hit a provisional. It
may be hard to find.

Unless marked as OB, any trees lining the perimeter of the course are to be played as lateral,
including the trees between 18 & 10 and behind the 14th green.

PACE OF PLAY SHOULD NOT EXCEED 4:45.

Play ready golf, player should proceed to their ball and if safe to do so, play their next shot regardless if they have
“Honors” — Pace of Play can be significantly improved if all players consistently abide by this admonition. There is no
need to wait if you can hit your shot safely.

Time limit for searching for ball is Three Minutes.

Players are encouraged to play their shot (Within 40 seconds)
of reaching the location of their ball.
