All Bunkers are Lift, Rake, and Place. If your ball lies next to weeds growing in a 
bunker, you may take 1 club length relief no closer to the hole.  

Any bunkers with no sand in them can be played as GUR OR you may play it as a 
regular bunker. This includes bunkers on holes:  

•  3 (back greenside bunker)    5 (2 back greenside bunkers) 

•  6 (Fairway bunker)    9 (bunker behind green) 

•  11 (Fairway bunker)    12 (Fairway bunkers) 

•  15 (Fairway bunker next to water) 

OB Left on holes 1, 2, 3, 5, 6, 9, 12, 13, 14, 15, 16, and 18. 

OB Right on holes 3, 5, 6, 8, 9, 10, 11, 12, 13, 17, and 18. 

Backyards & driving range are OB. The fescue before the range is a penalty area.  

Please play a provisional ball (remember to declare) for pace of play on above if in 

doubt. 

Balls hit into fescue to be played as Penalty Area. If you find it, you may play it as it. 

Drop Areas to be used (marked with red or orange flags): 

Hole 8 (The Willow Tees, over the bridge, are a drop area for balls hit into the 
creek or can’t be found after hitting over the tall grass between fairways.) 

 
 



 
PACE OF PLAY SHOULD NOT EXCEED 4:20  
Play ready golf, players should proceed to their ball and if safe to do so, play 
their next shot regardless if they have “Honors” – Pace of Play can be 
significantly improved if all players consistently abide by this admonition. There 
is no need to wait if you can hit your shot safely.  
Time limit for searching for ball is Three Minutes. Players are encouraged to play 
their shot (Within 40 seconds) of reaching the location of their ball.
