CHANGES FOR THE 2024 NIMAGA SEASON 
 
It is important that you spend an extra minute after completing your round to check those 

scorecards for accuracy before signing them and turning them in to the tournament scorer.  

DQs could result from inaccurate scorecards. 

Every NIMAGA tournament will be a Choose Your Tees event (excluding the C&G Match Play, 
NIMAGA Cup and the Milwaukee Challenge). 

• New in 2024, if you do not respond (or declare) your tee choice, you will default to the 
shorter tee.  Last year, our default was the longer tees.   

• So be aware of that when making your tee choices. 
 

The tee sheet that you will receive prior to the tournament will have a slightly different format.  
Nothing to be alarmed about.  All of the necessary information will be present. 

• Refer to both the tee sheet and rules sheet for all of your tournament information. 

• As always, these two pieces on information are also available on the Golf Genius 
tournament portals 

 
Pace of Play (PoP) violations will be carried over into the next calendar year.  Meaning that, any 

2024 PoP violations that exist at the end of the season will be carried over to the start of the 

2025 season. 

GOLF GENIUS MOBILE APP 
 
This item is targeted at our new 2024 members but can be a refresher for all of us. 
 
NIMAGA uses Golf Genius software to do all of our tournament management.   
 
There are two components to Golf Genius.   

- The first is the ‘online’ Member Profile and Tournament portal pages.   This is accessed 
through a browser.  You already have used this function to join NIMAGA and enter 
tournaments.  

- The second is the ‘mobile app’ that is used for tournament day activities.  This 
 
Prior to the tournament, you all should download the Golf Genius mobile app on your smart 
phones.   Just search your app store for ‘Golf Genius’ and download (it is a free app). 
 
On the day of the tournament, you will be given a White Card prior to your foursome teeing off.  

o On one side of the card will be your Division, Tee Time, and a Golf Genius ID 
(GGID) with places to record scores.   

▪ You will be keeping score for the player identified on the card, but a good 
practice is to keep score for the entire foursome.   

▪ This will be used to validate everyone’s scores at the end of the round.  
o On the other side of the card will be Scorecard Scoring Procedures that you will 

need to follow through the course of your round. 



 
We have been using Golf Genius since 2021, so all of our existing members are familiar with the 
use of the mobile app. 
 
When in doubt, just ask a member of your foursome for Golf Genius help. 
 
Remember, the Golf Genius mobile app is only used for tournament day activities. 

- Real time scoring 
- Live leaderboards 
- It cannot be used to enter a future tournament. 

 

WHAT TO EXPECT ON THE DAY OF THE TOURNAMENT EMAIL 
 
Earlier this month, you all should have received an email with an attachment titled ‘What to 

Expect on the Day of the Tournament’.  This is a valuable guide that should answer the majority 

of the questions that you might have about NIMAGA tournament.   

 

Please keep that document handy through the course of the 2024 season.
